The workshop will demonstrate how to effectively use the free online concept mapping software program CmapTools as a constructivist teaching and learning tool to help students become self-regulated learners who are motivated to take a more meaningful approach to learning.

CmapTools offers educators a way to authentically assess students’ conceptual understanding, making it easier to identify misconceptions and gaps and choose the appropriate scaffolding to aid students in clarifying their misunderstandings. Concept mapping is offered as a means to deliver differentiated learning instruction in a classroom context.

The software allows educators and students to store all of their information on a freely accessed CmapServer that can be accessed at home or school.  This methodology allows students to the put what they are learning into a context that speaks to them and allows for deeper exploration of the student’s interests.  Students can further enrich their concept maps by link digital media (video, audio, text document, etc.) to individual concepts.
