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Learning Outcomes

Form:

· Students will identify elements of form that determine specific sections of the music.  Comprehension
· Students will improvise sections of the music using 4-beat patterns.  Application
· Students will improvise sections of the music using 8-beat patterns.  Application
· Students will collaborate with a partner to improvise patterns using the given form (ABA, AABA). Synthesis
· Students will identify components of musical questions and answers. Comprehension
· Students will improvise question and answer phrases individually using these components, playing with correct technique and a steady beat.  Application
· Students will improvise question and answer phrases with a partner, playing with correct technique and a steady beat.  Synthesis
Rhythm:

· Students will correctly read musical notation.  Comprehension
· Students will identify elements of rhythm to include in patterns (notes and rests).  Memory/recall
· Students will improvise a rhythm and melody using a pentatonic scale, playing with correct technique and a steady beat.  Synthesis
Melody:

· Students will improvise a melody using the given rhythm, playing with correct technique and a steady beat.  Application
· Students will identify melodic patterns as moving by step or skip.  Comprehension
· Students will improvise melodic patterns moving by step and skip, playing with correct technique and a steady beat.  Application
· Students will improvise a simple melody using pentatonic scales.  Application
· Students will improvise simple melodies using various forms, harmonies, and rhythms.  Synthesis
· Students will improvise a variation of a simple melody.  Synthesis
Harmony:

· Students will improvise a 4-beat melody using a pentatonic scale, harmonizing with a partner.  Application
· Students will aurally identify tonic and dominant chords.  Comprehension
· Students will improvise a melody using either the tonic or dominant chord.  Application
Style:

· Students will identify ways to vary the style of their music (dynamics, tempo, jazz, etc.).  Memory/recall
· Students will incorporate stylistic variations in improvisations.  Application
· Students will evaluate their own improvisations and make changes when necessary. Evaluation
