Drought will lead to more pollution because the wetlands act as an environmental filter for pollutants. Water temperatures will increase which could result in creating less nutrient-rich waters. Warmer water moving toward the poles could result in polar ice cap melting affecting the oceans. Droughts affect land-use as well – famers will not have water for irrigation.
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
