Cold War Unit

Pre-assessment

The Cold War unit is the last major unit in the American History curriculum.  The pre-assessment has to cover a very broad period of time, as the Cold War lasted nearly 50 years (1945-1991).  I also use a different pre-assessment as we get to major topics within the unit.  This way, I know how much time I need to spend on each topic as we go through the unit.


When I am assessing students about the Cold War, I have a series of questions that I ask to determine the familiarity students have with the Cold War.  It is surprising how many students tell me; “a war that was cold”.  I wonder if they pay any attention at all during their World History class?  Anyways, the questions are meant to build from very broad topics to more specific.  Students are then asked to rate their comfort level on each question.  1 means that they have heard of it but can’t really describe the topic, whereas a 10 means they could teach a classmate about the topic if asked to do so.  

The pre-assessment should be given the day before the unit is to begin so I can look over them and get a feel for how well students know each topic and identify which students feel like they are most knowledgeable about the subject matter.  It will take anywhere from 15 minutes to 45 minutes to complete, depending on level of familiarity.  With the block schedule, this is more than enough time.  


Steps:
1) The teacher will pass out a copy of the pre-assessment to each student once they are seated.

2) The teacher will then go over the directions which are on the test and also on the board, making sure ALL students understand the rating system for the questions.
3) The teacher will remind students several times while doing the pre-assessment that they are to be rating their familiarity with each topic.

4) The teacher will collect and look over all pre-assessments.

5) The following day, the teacher will pass the pre-assessments back to the students and briefly discuss each question with them.  Students who rank themselves in the 8-10 range are asked to explain the answer to the question.  This gives the teacher a tool to evaluate how well these “expert” students actually know the material.

The data from the pre-assessment is then used to determine how much time the class should spend on each of the specific Cold War topics and a timeline is created to teach the material.

Observation is always taking place in my classroom as well.

Lesson 1: McCarthy on Trial
Unit Outcome: 6) Students will be able to assess McCarthyism and criticize or defend the actions taken during this event. (evaluation)

Time: 2 - 88 minute blocks (176 minutes total)

Block Objectives: 1) Students will be able to define McCarthyism.




 2) Students will decide what problems McCarthyism caused.




 3) Students will analyze these problems and choose a side to 

     argue in favor of or against in a mock courtroom.
Materials: Pre-assessment info & McCarthyism Powerpoint
Procedures:

Prior to Lesson( Evaluate pretest to figure out which students are most 

         comfortable and knowledgeable about McCarthyism.


Introduction( Brief students on slide handouts and McCarthyism.  

     Allow students time to find problems present in the 

     information.  (30 – 45 Minutes)

Activity( Students will develop at least 5 criticisms and at least 5 
      defenses of McCarthyism.  Students will then form 4 groups (2 
      groups with strong criticisms and 2 groups with strong 
      defenses of McCarthy) with at least 1 strong leader, identified 
      from pre-assessment.  Once these groups discuss the problems 
      caused by McCarthy and their criticisms and defenses, the 2 
      criticizing groups join and the 2 defending groups join.  They 
      will develop a court case for or against McCarthy and what he 
      did based on which group they are in.  There are 3 prosecution 

      people and 3 defense people.  The next step is to put McCarthy 

      (Teacher) on trial.  Students who are weak in knowledge about 

      McCarthyism become the jury and the teacher chooses a 

      student to be the judge.  (40 – 60 Minutes to prepare, 30 – 40 

      Minutes to conduct the trial)
*The activity is broken down into 2 days.  Usually, most of the trial prep is done the first day.  The teacher can allow up to 30 minutes to finish preparing for the trial on the second day.  The trial is always conducted on the second day.

Summary/Closure/Evaluation:
Closing/Evaluation( Upon completion of the trial, the “jury” will discuss 
     the verdict.  Upon reaching a verdict, the decision will be 
     rendered in the courtroom.  ALL students will return to their 
     seats and write why they think the “jury” reached the 
     conclusion that they reached.  They must provide the evidence 
     they think the jury used in reaching their decision, as well as 
     evidence the jury did not use that could have led to the opposite 
     decision.  The 12 jurors are then put in front of class for a 
     question and answer session.  Following the session, teacher 
     will provide wrap up comments and collect written paragraphs  

     for further evaluation. (30 – 45 Minutes or however much time 
     is left.  This can be modified to fit time if necessary.)
**A few notes.  The teacher has to be very familiar with the students. By the time we get to the Cold War unit, I know them pretty well.  Students have already participated in trials in class dealing with the Sacco and Vanzetti case and the case against Japan in World War II.  Therefore, they are already familiar with the process of conducting the trial.
McCarthyism Notes
(Given to students as a powerpoint)
Birth of McCarthyism

· 1950 – McCarthy is little known

· Republican Senator from WI

· Feb 12, 1950 – Presents a list of 205 names who he said were Communists in the government

· McCarthy gets reelected due to these accusations

· Spends the next 4 years trying to find these “communists” in government

· Member of House Un-American Activities Committee, he bullied suspected communists to testify before the committee

· “Are you now or have you ever been a member of the Communist Party?”

Fifth Amendment Communists

· People who refused to testify were labeled Fifth Amendment Communists

· Others were deemed ‘guilty by association”

Hollywood

· One of McCarthy’s favorite targets

· Accused actors, writers, and producers

· Gets McCarthy on the front page of a number of national and local newspapers

· For years, he is one of the most powerful and feared men in Washington

· The fear, suspicion, and scapegoating that surrounded these accusations came to be known as McCarthyism
Anticommunism as a Political Weapon

· Republicans use Democratic association with liberal causes and reform politics to make them look “soft on Communism”

· 1946 Republicans offer Americans a choice ( 

· Either Communism or Republicanism

· “Reds” & “Pinks” seen as a threat

· FDR’s New Deal is referred to as “20 Years of Treason”

McCarthyism & Cold War

· McCarthyism is possible because of the political atmosphere early in the Cold War

· Many Anti-Communist fears & tensions

· Cold War setbacks and real spies discovered at this time as well

· 1949 – China falls to Communism, Alger Hiss is found to be a spy, Soviets test their 1st atomic bomb

· Found that several Americans (EX – Rosenbergs) had been spies and passed nuclear secrets to the Soviet Union

· Rosenbergs convicted and executed in 1953

Anti-Communist Sentiment in American Society

· Anti-Communist Sentiment in American Life

· All aspects of life were touched by McCarthyism

· Consequences were often long-lasting

· Political Discourse

· Any idea that suggested more gov’t control was seen as being socialist

· EX – Trumans attempt at health care in 1948 was defeated and people said the Communist Party also favored compulsory health insurance

· 1956 – Polio vaccine invented and it is suggested to give it to all school age children for free (people say they are trying to socialize medicine through the back door)

· Gov’t funding for vaccination is cut by 70%

Lawmaking

· All levels – Laws are passed to curb the Communist threat

· TX: Made it a felony to belong to the Communist Party with a 20 yr prison sentence to members

   (The TX governor threatened to veto the bill saying that the sentence should be DEATH!!)

· NYC: People had to take a loyalty oath to get a fishing license

· IN: Must take a loyalty oath for professional wrestlers to get a wrestling license

· Communist Control Act (1954)

· Made membership in the Communist Party illegal

· Concentration camps were also set up in 6 places in case of war

Education

· Teachers and Professors take loyalty oaths

· Textbooks are anti-communist and tend to be extremely patriotic

· Students are encouraged to engage in their own type of McCarthyism

· “Un-American” books are removed from library shelves

Film Industry

· Accusations hurt many careers

· Many are “blacklisted” – banned from working in the industry, or jailed

· Gary Cooper, John Wayne, and Walt Disney form the Motion Picture Alliance for the Preservation of American Ideals

· Anyone not fighting Communism is helping it

· Many anti-communist films released

· The Iron Curtain, The Red Menace, Red Snow, The Steel Fist

· 1952 alone, 12 anti-communist films released

End of McCarthyism

· McCarthy Falls

· No Proof

· Lost Power

· Last straw – Attacks the US Army (questions a highly regarded general)

· Senate approves a vote of censure in 1954

Time: 3 - 88 minute blocks (264 minutes total)

Block Objectives: 1) Students will be able to explain the Bay of Pigs Invasion.




 2) Students will discuss reasons for the failure of the Bay of 

     Pigs Invasion.




 3) Students will propose possible alternative solutions to 

     deal with the Bay of Pigs fiasco.




 4) Students will outline the Cuban Missile Crisis.
Materials: Textbook, library computers, student notebooks
Procedures:
Prior to Lesson( Teacher will evaluate pre-assessment and group 

students into mixed ability groups of 4.

Introduction( Students will read section of textbook dealing with Bay of 
Pigs Invasion as an introduction (p. 620 – 3 short paragraphs). 
Students will then write their understanding of the Bay of Pigs on 
the left side of their notebooks. (5 minutes)  

Activity( Students will be placed into groups and share their 
understanding.  One group member will have the opportunity to 
get on the computer for 10 minutes to find additional info.  
Students will then identify problems with the invasion and reasons 
for failure of the invasion.  Students will then propose 1 alternative 
solution (1 per person in the group).  The group will evaluate the 4 
proposals and choose the best one.  Students will then participate 
in a jigsaw activity to share with other groups. (25 Minutes) 
Summary/Closure/Evaluation:
Closing/Evaluation( The teacher will monitor discussion within groups 
prior to jigsaw activity and after groups are mixed.  The teacher 

will ask groups to vote on proposed solutions and choose the best 

one.  Then the teacher will explain why these proposals were not 

attempted by the Kennedy administration. (20 Minutes)
*Within the block schedule, we often have the opportunity to start another lesson the same day.  What follows is the second part of the lesson.
Introduction to Cuban Missile Crisis( Teacher will provide background 

  

info on the Cuban Missile Crisis without supplying result. (5 

Minutes)

Activity( Students will problem solve.  On the right side of their class 

notebook, students will record at least 3 problems they predict 

from the knowledge I have provided.  They will then provide a well 

thought out proposal about what should be done in regards to the 

Cuban crisis (2 paragraph minimum with illustrations).  If they do 

not get finished in class, this becomes homework. (30 Minutes)

Unit Outcome: 9) Students will be able to outline the Kennedy presidency and events following his assassination. (analysis)

Time: 1 - 88 minute block
Block Objectives: 1) Students will be able to create a timeline of the important 

     events of JFK’s life.

 2) Students will analyze the explanation of the JFK 

     assassination proposed by the Warren Commission.

 3) Students will look at the hypothesis proposed by Oliver 

     Stone in the movie JFK and create their own as well.
Materials: student fill-in notes, JFK movie, student notebooks
Procedures:

Prior to Lesson( Evaluate pre-assessment to determine how well 

students understand the JFK assassination and how much they 

know.

Introduction( Teacher will provide notes for students to fill in the 

blanks.  Teacher will also introduce the clip of the movie JFK to be 

shown in class and explain that students need to write in their 

notebooks: what the Warren Report says and what theory the 

movie proposes. (20 Minutes)


Activity( Students will view clip of JFK in class and record information 

about Warren Report findings and Oliver Stone’s theory in 

notebooks.  They will then brainstorm possible problems with each 

theory.  They will hypothesize an alternative theory.  They will then 

share their theory with at least one other person so they can 

evaluate each other’s theory.  They must record problems with 

these as well.  Then they will choose a theory that they think best 

shows what happened (could be one that they have down in 

notebook, could be a totally new one). (60 Minutes)
Summary/Closure/Evaluation:
Closing/Evaluation( Students will choose the best explanation of what 
happened and draw a comic strip on the right side of their 
notebook.  They must use at least 9 frames and include narration 
and voice bubbles within each frame.  The teacher will evaluate 
these during the next notebook collection. (15 Minutes in class + 

finish for homework)

On April 17, 1961, the Bay of Pigs Invasion takes place in Cuba.  Kennedy is heavily criticized for his lack of support.

October 16-28, 1962: Cuban Missile Crisis.  Result is a “quarantine” of all shipping of weapons to Cuba.  Nearly escalates to a war, but at the last minute, the Soviets agree to remove all missiles from Cuba if the US agrees not to attack Cuba.  We also had to remove our missiles from Turkey.

Kennedy expresses his support for the Civil Rights Movement by issuing a speech to the nation following his use of National Guard troops to protect 2 African-American students who have just enrolled at the University of Alabama.  Date: June 11, 1963.

In October of that same year, Kennedy signs the Nuclear Test Ban Treaty in Washington DC to increase the push for world peace.

November 22, 1963: President Kennedy is assassinated at 12:30 PM while riding in his motorcade in downtown Dallas, TX.  As a result, the Warren Commission is put together to investigate the assassination. Rationale/Statement of Purpose

The Cold War unit is a very big unit.  Students do not understand what the Cold War is, as evidenced by the answer I often get on tests that it is a “war where it is cold”.  The term “Cold War” itself causes some confusion for students.  They struggle to understand that it was an indirect conflict between the Soviet Union and United States that lasted nearly 50 years.  They also have trouble remembering all of the major events of the Cold War, since there are so many.  This will be the focus of the lessons and instructional design that I have created for this lesson.

The lessons I have created for this activity follow CTL because the emphasize many of the characteristics mentioned in the book.  The lessons fit CTL because they: 

1) Connect content to learners’ experiences



2) Engage students in active learning




3) Enables students to have some opportunities to direct their own 

    learning

  

4) Encourages the construction of personal meanings from 

    individual and collective experiences


5) Assesses the attainment of outcomes within an authentic 

    situation and allows for an interpretation of multiple meanings 

    from a single experience



6) Identify contexts that are developmentally appropriate to the 

    learner

CTL is a way to make learning relevant and interesting for all learners.  I feel that my lessons fit very will with the six characteristics mentioned above.  Hopefully, students feel the same way.


I have chosen to use the Group Investigation Model mentioned in the textbook on page 116 (Chiarelott, 2006).  I also followed the Problem-Based Lesson Plan Model mentioned in the textbook somewhat in making my lessons (Chiarelott, 2006).  The reason for this is because it fits right in with what our district, and in particular, our building is focusing on.  Our main focus in most of our class meetings right now deals with OIP and our goals.  We are focusing on writing, which is the reason for the heavy focus on notebook assignments in my class, and problem solving, which is perfect for using the Group Investigation Model.  My assignments often utilize group problem solving and the proposal of solutions prior to figuring out what actually happened.  I also like students to be somewhat self motivated and able to work responsibly and on their own or within the group.  Many of my assignments already fit this teaching model, although I have modified or changed them somewhat for this project.

In the block schedule, it is important to change things up a couple times during the period.  I also like allowing students to work in groups and do jigsaw type activities because it allows students to get up and move around.  Dealing with sophomores, this is very beneficial to giving them a sort of break and breaking up the period.  It also allows students to teach their classmates and I think this is a great way to learn the material.  I do have to monitor groups closely and scrutinize some students more heavily than others to make sure they are doing their part to teach other groups, but during some semesters, this works better than others.  

The Group Investigation Model lends itself to problem solving and group work.  It also allows me to easily come up with writing assignments that help students to better understand and re-evaluate the material.  I also can keep lecture to a minimum and allow students to guide themselves through the learning process.
