Evaluation Strategies


Evaluation of mastery in this unit will encompass many levels on the part of the learner as well as the instructor.  To begin the unit there is a formative pre-assessment to gauge the level of the students’ comprehension of the content.  Throughout the unit the instructor will observe and question students as to their understanding.  These are non-formal evaluative options, but imperative to the instructors’ reflective teaching practice.  This reflection allows for adjustments to be made as the students navigate the unit.

Days 2-4 will be assessed through the observations of the instructor of student comprehension.  Each day allows for this observation on a whole group, as well as, an individual level.  Whether the students are working on the dry erase boards individually or playing the games as small groups, the opportunity for observation is available.


A formal assessment on day five will wrap-up the unit.
