4. OPEN ALL MANUAL LIQUID VALVES AT MANIFOLD.

    (ABOUT 10 TURNS WOULD BE SUFFICIENT)

5. OPEN SPRAY VALVES AT MANIFOLD ABOUT 50%.

6. KEEP IT LIKE THIS UNTIL NEXT MORNING WHEN THE

    VALVES AT PORT MANIFOLD ARE CLOSED AND THE 

   “SAME” VALVES ARE OPENED AT STARBOARD MANIFOLD.
