3.   CHECK BEFORE STARTING OF PUMPS THAT THE 


      THROTTLEVALVES ARE CLOSED.


      THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT. PLACE THE KEYS IN MANUAL


      AND CHECK THAT THE VALVES ARE CLOSED. 


      CHECK THE CATWALK AND SEE VISUALLY IF THEY ARE   


      CLOSED.








4.   SCHEDULE FOR STARTING OF PUMPS: 1 - 4 - 3 - 2








5.   CALL ENGINE AND ADVICE, AND MAKE SURE ENOUGH    


      POWER IS AVAILABLE.


      THE DIESEL GENERATOR WILL START AUTOMATICALLY IF  


      NOT ENOUGH POWER IS AVAILABLE.


      THIS WILL HAPPEN AS SOON AS READY TO START IS 


      PUSHED.








6.   STARTS STARBOARD PUMPS IN EACH TANK FIRST IN 


      SEMI-AUTO.   








�7.   CHECK THAT THE PRESSURE IS NOT INCREASING ON THE   


      LIQUID CROSSOVER, AS THIS WILL INDICATE A LEAK, OR


      THAT SOME VALVES ARE NOT PROPERLY CLOSED.








8.   ALL 8 PUMPS ARE SIMULTANEOUSLY RUN WITH THE  


      CONTROLLER SETPOINTS WHICH WILL BE USED IN THE 


      DISCHARGE TERMINAL.








9.   CHECK VISUALLY THAT EVERYTHING IS OK ON CATWALK 


      AFTER ALL PUMPS HAVE BEEN STARTED AND ARE 


      RUNNING. 








10. ALL PUMPS TO BE RUN SIMULTANEOUSLY FOR 30 min.








11. SELECT TREND DISPLAY ON CIMS AND CHECK THAT THE 


      CURRENT FOR EACH PUMP IS STABLE.








12. BOTH LOADING AND DISCHARGE VALVES WILL 


      AUTOMATICALLY CLOSE WHEN THE PUMPS ARE 


      STOPPED.


      THEN PLACE THE PUMPS IN MANUAL AND OPEN THE 


      LOADING VALVES 20-30% IN ORDER TO DRAIN THE LINES
