COOLDOWN OF LINES PRIOR ARRIVAL  TO JAPAN:
Start cooldown before E.O.P so that vapour generated during cooldown will be used in boilers.


Switch on CTS HHLA, F-deck section 2.
Open all throttle valves 100%.
Open loading valves tank1 & 4 100%  and tank 2 & 3  20%.
Open spray line crossover to main liquid line; 

VL552, VL647 and VL649.

Start spray pump tank 2 and throttle to 25 Amp by closing spray return and adjusting spray discharge. 

Direct the flow towards both ends of header by closing to 

tank 2 & 3.

Check visually lines on catwalk and both manifolds.
Also cooldown sprayline to tank 4 by opening spray return 

to tank.

After approximately 2 hours both header ends temperature should be -150oC.

Stop spraypump in tank 2 and start spraypump in tank 4. Circulate liquid until you are alongside berth. 

Loading valves:

tank 1     3% open, 

                    

tank 2         closed,





tank 3         closed. 

Keep an eye on tank levels. 

Open to tanks  2 & 3 for some minutes, one at the time.


Before you go to manifold, stop spraypump and keep only loading valve tank1 30% open and spray return tank 4 100% open, to release pressure in sprayline.

Close spray line crossover VL-647 and VL-649.
Lower Whessoe. 

Blow from sample point at vapour crossover, 2-3min.
