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Evaluation Strategy


The reproductive health unit will incorporate formative and summative methods of assessment  to ensure optimal student learning.  I will use multiple forms of assessment pre unit, throughout the unit, and post unit.  This will provide data relating to the students understanding of the content.  This information can be used to quickly adapt the curriculum to fit the class or an individual’s needs.  The information can also be used to evaluate the effectiveness of the curriculum.  


Formative assessment in the reproductive health unit includes test scores (pre and post tests: multiple choice, essay, short answer), observation of skills and behavior, projects relating to content and real life situations, role-playing, checklists, rubrics, interest surveys, and question and answer sessions.  Each assessment will evaluate if the learner outcomes were met for the specific content area.


The Health Education Curriculum Analysis, HECAT, will be used as a summative method of assessment.  The HECAT was developed by the Center for Disease and Control.  The summative method of assessment was developed based on the National Health Education Standards and the CDC's Characteristics of Effective Health Education Curricula.  The HECAT can be adjusted to fit the needs of the school district.  The HECAT has all the resources to perform a complete and consistent analysis of the reproductive curriculum.  The information from both methods of assessment can be used to adjust the the lessons to better meet the learner outcomes and the needs of the students.
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
