

Anytime students are learning a new concept or skill in any content area it is important for the teacher to constantly evaluate the students understanding of their knowledge in order to ensure that students are grasping the new concepts being taught and that you as a teacher are teaching in the most effective manner.  This unit as any other unit I design and implement will be evaluated in a consistent manner that will assess the students in a variety of ways.  I will use both formative and summative evaluations throughout this unit.  There will be multiple formative assessments in each subunit that assesses the students understanding of the concepts and ability to apply those concepts.  There will be a different summative evaluation conducted after each subunit and one final one after the whole unit.  In addition to formative and summative evaluation, I will use informal evaluations during the unit in order to constantly assess students understanding of the material.  Although this not always the most effective method to evaluate students, especially individual students, it is a way to me better understand if the class as a whole grasps the material.  Therefore, I will be able to decide whether or not I may need to provide further instruction on the specific concept or revise my instruction method.  Furthermore, informal evaluations should be paired with formative and summative evaluations in order to be able to assure that every student comprehends the material.  


Each subunit will consist of three to five formative assessments.  Students will complete a variety of different kinds of formative assessments so that all students have an opportunity to illustrate their knowledge of the material.  Formative assessments will evaluate students’ ability to communicate in the language since this is the ultimate goal of my unit and course.  The formative assessments will consist of students creating diagrams using Spanish vocabulary words, writing letters, creating and performing skits, conducting interviews, giving a presentation, and creating a poster.  These will vary depending on the topic being assessed.  Each formative assessment will be graded using a rubric that I will provide and discuss with the students.  In addition to these formative assessments students will complete homework assignments a few times a week as well as in class activities.  These will both be another way for me to assess and evaluate my students understanding of the new concepts being taught.


There will be a total of four summative assessments, one given at the end of each subunit and then a final one at the end of the unit.  After the first subunit students will give an oral presentation about a classmate describing what they like and dislike doing and their personality and physical traits.  After the completion of the second subunit groups of three to four students, depending on the class size, will create a poster of the school life of students from a specific country in Latin America.  Upon completion of the last subunit students will create a weekly diet plan.  Once the entire unit is finished each Spanish one class will create a small skit about the day in the life of a Spanish person applying the topics of all three subunits.

Lastly, I will informally evaluate students the entire time I teach this unit.  I will informally evaluate the student through classroom observations paying close attention to my students’ facial expressions and body language.  In addition to classroom observations, I will constantly and consistently ask the students questions in regards to the material we are learning.  Lastly, I will have different students periodically throughout the unit ask the entire class questions relating to the concepts being taught.
Through the use of these three kinds of evaluations I will be able to properly assess my students understanding of the concepts taught in this unit.  I will be able to ensure that the needs of all students are being met through the use of these three types of evaluations.  Using a variety of evaluations will provide all students the opportunity to shine and succeed, because every student has a particular type of evaluation they generally perform better on.  I also believe that all of these assessments are appropriate for the purpose of this curriculum design, which is to teach students the basic skills of Spanish and allow them opportunities to use the language through multiple kinds of medias.
