	Day 1
	Introduction of the Nile River-Historical and Geographical.

This lesson is an introduction of the unit Life on The Nile.  Students will be given the opportunity to express any knowledge they already may have about the Nile River by completing a KWL graphic organizer.  Next, students will be introduced to the location of the Nile River and will gain an understanding of historical facts about the Nile through the presentation of a video and historical facts.  Students will be able to state facts they learned about the Nile by the end of this lesson.

	Day 2
	Location of United States and the Nile River.

This lesson serves as a geography lesson for this unit.  Students need to become familiar with latitude and longitude and the difference between both.  Students should know where state is located on a map and where the Nile is located.  Knowing and understating both of these will help with students understanding the theme of location.  Also, realizing their location will help with seeing the region that the Nile River is a part of.

	Day 3
	Summarizing and Sharing.

This lesson continues to allow students to gain knowledge about the Nile River.   I will be using the model of Think-Pair-Share for this lesson.   First, students will need to focus on the important information presented in the article by highlighting the main ideas or facts presented.  After students have individually read through and highlighted facts that they felt were important, they will be paired up with a peer to discuss those ideas and facts together.  In their pair groups, students will need to agree on 5 facts they felt were the most important.  Finally, students will write down each of their 5 facts on a separate piece of post-it notes and post them on the board.  I will then have volunteers come up to the board to read the facts that were posted and determine how many students agreed upon the same ideas or facts that were important.
	

	Day 4 & 5
	This lesson looks at what was important to ancient Egyptians, and compares it to what is important to us today.

Students will gather information about everyday life in ancient Egypt.  Students will develop an understanding of the differences and similarities between the ancient Egyptian culture and their own culture.  Students will create a time capsule that reflects what is important in their daily lives.

	Day 6
	Compare & Contrast Ancient Egypt with Modern Day Egypt.

Students will watch a video that compares and contrasts Egypt then and now.  Students will need to take notes on the similarities and differences while watching the video.  Next, students will get into small groups and complete a Venn Diagram comparing/contrasting Egypt then and now.  Finally, students will present their Venn Diagram to the class.  Students will then write a short journal entry of the knowledge they learned throughout today’s lesson.

	Day 7
	Build a model of a dam and label it correctly.

In this lesson, students will be able to tell what a dam is and how the Aswan High Dam built along the Nile River has helped its civilization.  Students will be given an overview of dams and then watch the teacher build a dam from Lego blocks.  After the teacher has done this, the students will divide into groups and build their own Aswan Dam.  Finally, students will show their dam to the class and test how strong their dam is by pouring water against it.

	Final Assessment of The Nile River.
This lesson is a two-day lesson where students will be creating a newspaper about the Nile River.  Students will be working in groups of four or five and each will have a sub-heading of the paper to complete.  Some students will work on the geography, others will work on the culture, and some will work on the landforms.  Each student will need to participate in this lesson, thus being given different sub-headings to complete.
