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Rationale:  

In this unit on the Nile, students will learn the most important aspects of the Nile River.  Students will learn through the backwards design method of identifying important learning goals and use these throughout the entire lesson.  Learning about the Nile River in Egypt will allow my students to understand how this civilization came to existence and why it is so important to the country of Africa.  My students will learn about the Nile through group work, technology, readings, videos, inquiry and much more.  They will determine the location of the Nile and its importance to the African civilization.  The best way to make all this information known to my students is to have them engaged and make them knowledgeable about this topic and the impact it had on Africa.  Students will work together to understand and inquire the importance of the Nile and its people.  The five geography themes will be met throughout the lesson on a day-to-day basis.  Some themes may be touched upon more than once, but every theme will be learned.
