	Lesson Topic: Reviewing standard form, moving to written form

Lesson Rationale / Summary: Yesterday we spent time building numbers (standard form), identifying place and value, and reading numbers. Today, we’ll be reviewing place value and moving into written form. 

Objectives:
Students will be able to…
2. Use place value structure of the base-ten number system to read, write, represent, and compare whole numbers through millions (and decimals through thousandths). 

Student Posted Goal: At the end of today, you will be able to write out large numbers in words. 

Resources:

· Blackboard & chalk
· Teacher place value pockets & number slides for board
· Student place value charts & digit cards
· Lapboards, markers, erasers 
· I Have/Who Has Place Value
· Matching activity
· Spiral & pencil

Procedure: 
I. Readiness / Motivation / Engage – 
· To review place value, we’re going to play I Have/Who Has
· Supply clerks pass out 1 slip to each student
· Teacher models how to play
· Students take a minute to read and re-read their card.
· Students have place value charts and digit cards on desk for help
II. Explore / Explain / Extend –
· Teacher Modeling:
· Review how to read numbers correctly (speak value at comma) 
· Post on board: 1,562,897  Teacher reads: one MILLION, five hundred sixty-two THOUSAND, eight hundred ninety-seven  pointing at comma when speaking place value
· The comma is when you take a breath and pronounce your value
· Teacher asks for student volunteers. As students read, teacher writes out words on board
· 342,781
· 14,900
· 5,396,194
· We write a number exactly like we say it. 
· Guided Practice:
· Students are given lapboards, dry erase markers, and erasers.
· Teacher posts number, and student writes out number in written form
· Teacher circulates and checks writing before posting correct answer on board
· 14,802
· 750,431
· 9,834,989
III. Close –

· Spiral Note for the Day: Written form – A number in written form is a number written out in words. For example: one hundred; two hundred thousand, eight hundred and twelve.
· Students will each be given a sheet of paper with either a standard or written number on it. Students will be given 30 seconds to look at their number and then 2 minutes to find their match who has the other form. A few pairs will be randomly selected to share their match. 
· Recap questions:
· Where do we put the place value when we write the number?
· Where do the commas go in our writing? 

IV. Evaluate – 
· Informally through guided practice 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Partner practice – Can they identify standard and written forms of the same number?
· Homework – Students will be asked to match standard and written forms independently as well as write out standard numbers in words
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
