Sequencing Rationale

The snow unit is organized as a concept-related sequencing model based on class relations and logical prerequisite.  This snow unit builds upon previously taught concepts and concepts of similar criteria.  


There are reading/language, science, social studies, math, and art areas within this snow unit.  The entire unit will take about eight weeks to complete.  All areas will be taught simultaneously.  New lessons will not be taught until previous lessons are mastered.  

The reading/language area will build on previously taught concepts and expand the expectations of answering questions, completing Venn Diagrams, and writing complex sentences.  

The science area will introduce hibernation, migration, and adaptation.  Previously students have learned about mammals.  Students will compare and contrast the three concepts.

The social studies area consists of building on maps skills and holidays.  Previously students were taught how to read a map with cardinal directions.  Students will now learn how to create maps.  Students will also continue to learn about holiday’s celebrated in our country and others.

The math area continues to practice skills that have been previously taught.  There are also skills taught that are similar to those taught.  Previously students were taught halves, fourths, eighths and now students will learn about other fractions.  

The topic is familiar to students because they experience snow and can relate to it.  This unit will also lead students into the last nine weeks of the school year where they are expected to show knowledge on their own on all covered topics/expectations.
