Statement of Purpose
Reading, writing, math, language, phonics, art, music, physical education, science, social studies spelling, computer lab, recess, lunch.  With everything elementary students are expected to learn there is often little time for fun.  Many elementary teachers combine subjects into units.  Most times the units are based on things students are already familiar with…like snow.

Snow is a common weather event for students in Ohio.  Everyone who lives here has a feeling about the white flakes that fall from the sky.  Instead of fighting the snow that continues to fall for days on end, we use it as a learning tool.
The purpose of this unit is to use snow and other winter topics to teach various standards across the curriculum.  Students will use language arts, math, science, social studies, and art to extend their learning of new topics and continue practicing previously taught topics.  Students will continue to develop comprehension skills in reading, along with writing skills in all areas.  They will continue working on measurement and other math abilities they have acquired during the year.  All students will discover new weather events in science along with experiments that can only be completed in the winter.  They will learn about hibernating, adapting, and migrating animals.  
The unit on ‘Snow’ will follow other units that include topics from the time of year they are taught (example leaves in the fall).
