Paragraph #1:

Do you introduce your topic in an interesting way?

Can the reader decide what the overall impression of the piece is?  

Underline your thesis statement.  

Make sure that it is the last sentence in the first paragraph. 

 Does your thesis statement make a general statement about your topic? If not, change it. 

Rewrite the thesis statement to include your three main points. 

The Body of the Paper: 

Label your three main points ( #1, #2, #3)

For each paragraph, label the supporting ideas for the main idea.  

Label each area where you use one of the five senses.  See if you can add more sensory details. 

Double check that all other details are necessary in that paragraph.  

Find five places you can substitute more college like words.  Highlight them.

Include why this person/place is important to you and try to leave the reader with a new thought to ponder.
