Part II:  In-Class Writing:  Compare and contrast an in-class writing at the start of the semester and one from the end.  Choose and explain at least five things that you notice about your writing.

Part III:  Journal: Compare and contrast 2 journal entries from the semester.  Choose and explain at least five things that you notice after closely examining the journal entries.

Part IV: Revision:  Compare and contrast a rough and final draft of a larger paper.  Highlight all of the changes you made on the writing piece.  On the entry ticket, explain what you changed and why.  

Part V: Thesis Statements:  List 3 thesis statements from your papers.   Next to the original thesis statement, revise any that could be stronger.  

Part VI: Grammar:  How has your grammar improved?  Look over the grammar chapters and see what you have learned. Make a list of 10 + things that you feel more confident about in grammar.   Now find examples from your writing that shows you using these grammar concepts correctly. 

Part VII: Summaries:  How has your reading and summarizing improved?  Choose 2 summaries and write what made them so strong.  

Part VIII: Make a list of things of helpful hints about writing that you will take with you to English 101C.  What might be helpful hints about writing papers? Revising? Budgeting time?  Write a paragraph or two about how you can tackle a 2 + page paper for any college level class.  This can also include information from other classes like Reading 17 or College Seminar.
