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Background information
Chinese students who received traditional Chinese Education did not had much training on how to make presentations in English on content knowledge areas especially on STEM( such as math). We just took ESL courses to improve language skills instead of working on improving expression ability on content knowledge in English. Therefore, when those excellent Chinese students came to USA for PHD studies or later enter into American companies, they had much difficulty on expressing the data in English. 
Problem is that students do not receive bilingual math education from elementary school in China.  If we could not teach content knowledge in English from elementary school, then their academic performance in American university and work places would be much negatively influenced. 
Right now, even in Chinese universities, the content knowledge is not taught in English just in Chinese. However, when they come to USA for graduate studies or work, even though Chinese could understand the content knowledge, but if the task requires lots of verbal expressions and discussion, then Chinese students are at a disadvantaged place. They may need to double or even triple their efforts as opposed to Americans to make a same quality of English expressions. 
Target Group or Population. 
Chinese students from grade level 4 will be using my instructional module. Teachers like me will be responsible for designing this instructional module.
