[bookmark: _Toc309643150]Assessment for evaluating student progress towards lesson objectives and outcomes 
Formative Assessment:
	The students’ group performance, in-class response and assignment outside of class all make up the formative assessment. 
Summative assessments: 
Written assessment: on the last day of class, students are required to take written assessment to test their both the proficiency level of their language skills and content knowledge. The procedure is that I will provide thirty multiple questions, such as “5*3=?” Students are required to solve the questions on their own; and they are not required to use calculator. After they had written down the answers, they are required to write down the description of how this formula worked. They are assessed by the accuracy of the language, such as copula verbs, sentence structures and the variable word choices. Students are required to finish that within the whole class period---one hour and a half.
As a teacher, I will divide the written assessments into two parts, I will give one score for content knowledge, the second score is for language skills and the final score is the overall written assessment. All these scores are in the letter grade. Since learning ability for everyone is different and the way in which they process information varied greatly. Thus, I gave students score based on their improvement. If students really try hard and make improvement steadily, then they will get A.
