Xylazine 20mg/mL
Indications – It is used as a sedative and has analgesic and muscle relaxant properties. Also as a preanesthetic before local or general anesthesia.

Dose - 0.025mg/kg
Contra indications - Administration during gestation or to animals with lung and/or heart diseases.  Administration to animals with pyometra, because these animals are often hypersensitive to this preparation. 

Side effects Decreased heart and respiratory rate. Hypersalivation and vomiting. 
Toxic Dose – has been tolerated in cattle at 10 times the recommended dose. owever, doses of this magnitude produced muscle tremors and long periods of sedation with careful surveillance necessary during the recovery period.

Withdrawal Time – Meat 14days, Milk 48hrs 

Route – Slow IV or IM (this route was used in the lab)

[bookmark: _GoBack]Calculation – (0.025mg/kg × 41.5kg) ÷ 20mg/mL = 0.052ml 

NOTE: Ruminants are more sensitive to Xylazine than are other species in which the drug is indicated, and thus a much smaller dose is required per unit body weight to produce the desired effect.
