Re:  Faculty Council Representative Elections


Faculty Council Committee Elections are coming up at the end of the semester.  I just want to update everyone on the elections taking place and include a few reminders.  For Faculty Governance to play a meaningful role at Widener University we need engaged faculty.  Please encourage faculty to actively participate in this work.

I also want to encourage each school or college to elect alternate representatives for key committees.  This is especially important if there is a likelihood that a representative will be on sabbatical or will be elected to chair a committee.  Most committees now schedule meetings for the fall semester before the academic year begins and start work as soon as classes begin, so it is important to determine the representation before the end of the academic year.
Faculty Chair
At the April 20 Faculty Meeting we will be electing a new Faculty Chair.  The nominations committee will finalize their slate on March 23.  The duties of the Faculty Chair are outlined in section 3.02(b) of the Faculty Council Bylaws.  This position includes a load reduction.  Additional details from the Faculty Council Bylaws include:

Section 3.06.(e)
Faculty officers shall be elected by majority vote of the Faculty present and voting at the April meeting. In the absence of a majority, balloting shall be repeated as many times as necessary to obtain a majority vote for a single candidate.

Section 4.05.(c)
The Vice Chair of Council is the Faculty Chair. The Faculty Chair is elected by the Faculty from among the Faculty at the April Faculty meeting of odd-numbered years. The Faculty Chair serves a two-year term and is eligible to serve additional terms without limit. He or she has the duties prescribed in Section 3.02(b) of these Bylaws.
