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Procedure:
1. A wire is wrapped around the base of the horn, into the groove with a 1cm ring of skin between the wire and the base of the horn. 
2. The wire is then moved by the handles back and forth slowly with short strokes, then once smoke is seen and a deepening of the groove at the right location begins, rapidly with long strokes to saw through the horn base.
3. Ensure to hold the horn in place during the procedure and to cauterize the area immediately to prevent excess blood loss. Cauterize until a copper brown colour comes to the skin.
