-fast - takes a few seconds to perform

-useful after the horn bud attaches to the skull
(around 2-4 months for best results)
	-risk of infection because of open wounds

-opens the frontal sinus in older calves

-unreliable when done incorrectly, leads to scurs

-requires expertise - anaesthesia, sedation, analgesia and technique or the procedure can be painful 

-requires control of bleeding - pulling arteries or cautery

- The blades must be kept sharp for best results.
