How do local anesthetics work?
 – Nerves require Na+ influx from extracellular to intracellular 
– Binds and blocks the Na+ gated channels on the neuronal cell membrane
 – No influx of Na+ from extracellular to intracellular • No depolarization 
[bookmark: _GoBack]– Can be coupled with epinephrine for vasoconstriction • Longer anesthetic • Less bleeding
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Local anesthetic agents

Lidocaine | Mepivicaine | Bupivicaine
Onsetofaction | <4min <4min <10 min
Duration of 05-15h | 2-4h 6-10h
action
Max. recom. 5 5 2
Dose mg/kg
Concentration 2% 2% 0.5-0.75%

Mepivicaine: longer duration than lidocaine, less edema, less vasodilation
