Possible Complications:
· Exposed abdominal viscera may be at risk to forming adhesions due to serosal damage, therefore a sterile saline solution can be used to soak the viscera when they are taken out of the abdomen during exploration.

· Risk of developing peritonitis- antibiotics necessary pre- and post-operatively. Tetanus antitoxin should also be administered to the animal pre-operatively as small ruminants are at a high risk of developing tetanus.

· Herniation- if sutures are not placed securely or closely enough together herniation of abdominal contents through the internal and external abdominal muscle layer can occur. 
· The creation of dead space between tissue layers is also a complication that may lead to fluid build-up around the incision site. This complication can be seen in the case of Rihanna.
