Common complications that can result from Anaesthetic procedures in Ruminants:
Rumen related problems:
· Regurgitation
· Aspiration of rumen contents 
· Bloat; compromises breathing.
· Decreased gut motility from anaesthesia.
· Inadequate ventilation

Muscle and Neurological related problems:
· External pressure from improper positioning or poor perfusion can produce myopathy.
· Peripheral neuropathy can also result.
Neonates and juveniles up to 6 weeks of age related problems:
· Hypothermia
· Hypoglycaemia 
Intubation related issues:
· Strong laryngeal reflex 
· Laryngeal spasms
