Indications for Surgery

For simple hernias or uncomplicated hernias, can possibly resolve without treatment, however, when the size becomes too large, it may need some intervention for resolution. Many non-surgical methods exist to keep the contents of the hernia reduced while the ring is trying to close. If the ring doesn't show signs of closing in a few weeks, surgical reduction is indicated.
 However, for complicated hernias, if bowel is strangulated, surgical intervention is indicated immediately. Surgery also can be indicated to remove infected tissue.
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
