NB: The criteria for use would depend on the
desired duration of anaesthesia.

The 2 most common anaesthetics used are:

* Lidocaine HCI (2%)- short acting, effects last for about 1 hour
minutes, may produce tissue reactions

* Mepivacaine HCI (2%)- long acting, effects last for about 4 — 6
hours, less prone to causing tissue reactions than Lidocaine
