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Radiography





Weightbearing examinations are done with the horse standing with the cannon bone of the limb to be examined in a vertical position.








The legs to be examined should be cleaned. For exam of the foot the shoe should be removed to avoid superimposition over the distal phalanx and the navicular bone. When examining the stifle and hock joint the tail should be tied
