· Shorter operation time.
· Less invasive and disruption to orbital anatomy
· Technically simple procedure compared to enucleation.
· Facilitates movement of ocular prosthetic.
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· Cannot be performed for ocular neoplasia or malignancies
· Not typically performed in veterinary practice.
· Offers less specimens for histopathological analysis.
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
