BRANCHES OF SUBSCAPULAR ARTERY
The Subscapular Artery gives branches:
A- Thoracodorsal Artery: which supplies the Latissmus dorsi muscle and Teres major muscle.
B- Caudal Circumflex Humeral Artery: which supplies the shoulder joint and Triceps brachii muscle.
C- [bookmark: _GoBack]Circumflex Scapular Artery (medial and lateral branch) located at each side scapula.
