BRANCHES OF BRACHIAL ARTERY OF EQUINE FORELIMB
1) Cranial Circumflex Humeral Artery: which supplies the shoulder joint, coracobrachialis and the biceps brachii muscles.
2) [bookmark: _GoBack]Deep Brachial Artery: which supplies the triceps brachii, tensor fascia, antebrachii and anconeous muscles.
3) Collateral Ulnar Artery: which supplies the elbow joint and antebrachium muscle.
4) Nutrient Artery of the Humerus
5) Bicipital Artery: which supplies the biceps brachii muscle.
6) Transverse Cubital Artery: which supplies the craniolateral antebrachial muscle
7) Common Interosseous Artery: which supplies the interosseous space
8) Superficial Brachial Artery.
