PROCEDURE FOR SUBCONJUNCTIVAL INJECTION
The animal is first anesthetized, to allow for proper administration
1) The drug is first drawn up into the needle and syringe (PenStrep).
2) The needle is then placed bevel up against the eye globe and is slowly pocketed into the conjunctiva (in the space between the sclera and conjunctiva).
3) The drug is then slowly administered, forming a ‘bleb’ or a ‘bulge’ in the conjunctiva , and ensuring the needle remains under the conjunctiva.
