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Place the blade of the instrument over the base of the horn, allowing enough space for removal of 1cm of surrounding skin.
Quickly close the handles, thus removing the horns and germinal tissue.
Cauterize the wound with a hot iron and ensure to burn a ring of skin surrounding the horn base. This ensures that the germinal cells are killed. (do not hold iron in place for longer than 15 seconds at a time).
